“Pico's to Pilot Cutters” will be a nationwide campaign, offering a one stop shop for
the complete youth sailor, with a programme of sail training from absolute beginner
through to RYA Yachtmaster! The Island Trust aims to help individually, those who
are disadvantaged, to take part in the scheme, so that nobody is excluded on grounds
of finance.

Using the ICC's diverse fleet of sailing craft, and starting with first principles, we will
build a fun, exciting training scheme that will see our young trainees achieve RYA
certificates from Dinghy Level 1, to RY A Yachtmaster. Structured over a number of
years, our training matrix will ensure that candidates develop sailing and leadership
skills year on year, including RYA shore based theory courses, ultimately gaining the
highest RYA qualifications.

RYA Start Yachting, Competent Crew and Watchleader Courses will take place
onboard The Island Trust's PEGASUS, and any other vessel that may be required.
Candidates will also take part in the annual Tall Ships’ Races, an international youth
sailing event that promotes friendship and understanding between nations.

With weeks set aside each year specifically for the scheme and the combined forces
of The Island Trust and The ICC, we will offer a complete Youth Sail Training
package that we believe no other organisation can match!
